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As many Arizona seniors are busy completing their college admission applications it is important to also talk about how to pay for college.  Completing the FAFSA early is the first critical step in applying for financial aid yet, so many students are unaware of the financial assistance options available to them, how to apply and the steps required for financial success.  

Additionally, as the Fall progresses help your college-bound seniors by ensuring they meet with their school counselor to make sure they are on track to graduate and meet college admission requirements.  Have seniors check with their college of interest to see what if any standardized tests are required for college admission.  If a standardized test is required, ensure they register and take the test.   Furthermore, encourage parent(s) to complete their income tax forms early.  

Finally, you can help your college-bound seniors and their families by encouraging them to attend a College Goal FAF$A event at the high school!

College Goal FAF$A at the high school are workshops held at high schools where high school staff and trained volunteers using carefully selected resources will work with families to help their seniors complete a FAFSA on time to gain money for their college dreams.

Check with your high school to see if they will be holding a College Goal FAF$A event.  Unable to finish your FAFSA at your high school, get FREE help at College Goal FAF$A community events on Saturday, February 13th and Sunday, February 14th 2016.  At the statewide FAFSA community events, seniors and their families will receive free help from over 200 financial aid professionals to complete the online FAFSA form and get help with other financial aid related questions.
