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College Goal Sunday & Saturday TOO! Talking Points
These talking points are great to use for Radio or TV or for short print articles.

Questions and Answers
Q:  What is the Arizona Commission for Postsecondary Education?
A:   We connect students and families with money for college!  The Arizona Commission for Postsecondary Education (ACPE) is a State Agency that serves as the entity for Arizona to administer the State student aid programs, and administers the Arizona College Savings Program (529 Plans).  Secondly, the Commission tries to provide help to students and families in preparing for and succeeding in college especially with financial aid.  Lastly the Commission has 16 commissioners that represent all sectors of higher education who come together to solve problems and help students succeed in college.  


Q:  What is College Goal Sunday?
A:   College Goal Sunday & Saturday TOO! is a financial literacy initiative that the Arizona Commission for Postsecondary Education has been proud to coordinate for the last 18 years.  College Goal Sunday & Saturday TOO! provides information and FREE professional assistance to students and families seeking college financial aid.  High school seniors or returning adults who are planning to enter college this year can get free help to complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA), which is the 1st critical step in applying for financial aid.  
There will be over 300 financial aid professionals at 28 sites across the state on Saturday, February 22, 2014 and Sunday, February 23, 2014 2-4 p.m. to provide face to face help.  For those who are not able to make it, there is no need to worry as we have line by line FAFSA instructions on the Arizona College Goal Sunday website www.collegegoalsunday.com.    


Q:  Why is it important that students and families complete the FAFSA?

A:   Over 80% of all student financial assistance is provided by the federal government which equates to over $150 billion.  The FAFSA is the 1st critical step in applying for financial aid.  Additionally, the FAFSA is often required in order for students to apply for state aid, scholarships or financial assistance from their institution.  



Q:  When should students complete the FAFSA?

A:  Right now!  What students often don’t know is that a lot of non-federal financial aid has limited funding available and is awarded to eligible students on a first-come, first-served basis.  The FAFSA for the 2014-15 academic year became available January 1.  In order for students to meet the university’s priority filling deadlines and receive consideration for the greatest amount of financial aid we really urge students to have their FAFSA filed by Valentine’s Day (Feb. 14).  



Q: What information do students and parents need to have when they sit down to fill out the FAFSA?
A:  In order to complete the FAFSA you will need to have your SSN, your driver’s license number and your income information for the previous year.  This could include W-2 forms, federal tax returns, bank statements and asset information.  Additionally, students who are considered “dependent” for financial aid purposes will need to provide their parents financial information as well.  Students can get a complete list of what is needed online at www.fafsa.gov.  

If you do not yet have your taxes completed you can still complete the FAFSA using estimated income information and then once you have your federal taxes completed you can go back to your FAFSA and make any necessary corrections.  



Q: The FAFSA asks for financial income data.  What if students and their parents do not have that information yet?  Can they still file the FAFSA early?   

A:  Absolutely!  While it is a bit easier to have your taxes completed before filing you can still complete the FAFSA prior to your tax return being done.  You will estimate your income and tax information using W-2’s and previous year information.  Once your taxes are completed you can go back into the FAFSA and make any necessary corrections.  Students and families attending an in-person event will need to bring with them their social security number, driver’s license number and financial information (taxes, W-2’s and asset info).    



Q:  Where can students and families find the location nearest to them and get additional information?  

A:  Families may find the locations and helpful financial aid resources such as how to search and apply for scholarships, wise student loan borrowing and identify theft information on the CGS website www.collegegoalsunday.com and on our facebook page www.facebook.com/AZCollegeGoalSunday. For those who are not able to make it, to the event, there is no need to worry as we have line by line FAFSA instructions on the website as well.  



Q:What are the top three mistakes students make when completing the form on their own that they should be aware of?
A:  The most common error believe it or not is related to general data entry.  Too often, students and parents do not review and check their FAFSA before sending it in.  It is important that you use your legal name as it appears on your SSN card.  You will want to make sure that you also double check to make sure that your SSN and DOB are correct as well.  Review the FAFSA to make sure you do not have data entry errors such as adding an extra zero to income information.  General data entry errors can result in a delay in your FAFSA being processed.
Another common error is answering the income/tax information incorrectly.  It is important to carefully read the questions and make sure you are providing the requested information.  If you are not sure of what a question is asking then get help. 
Additionally, students often make errors when answering the questions related to their dependency.  Students believe that if they are not living at home and are financially independent that they are “independent” for financial aid purposes as well.  Most likely this is not the case.  When reviewing the questions it is important that students answer correctly as errors here can result in long delays.  If a student has an extenuating circumstance that they cannot reflect on the FAFSA then they need to speak with the financial aid office at their school to learn what they can do to have this taken into consideration.
